While these wines don’t have the
extraordinary combination of power
and delicacy of the previous vintage,
in many ways they will probably be
more the crowd pleasers, with a full
palate of intense flavour in wines
from all regions of the State.

A word of warning: if you are
buying 2010 wines now the
chances are they have only just
been bottled. This can result in a
phenomenon called bottle shock
where the wine appears quite
dumb, tight and without much
flavour as a result of the bottling
process, that invariably involves
pushing the wine through a filter
before going into the bottle. This
usually disappears after a month
and even with some breath’
before you drink it. So don’t
| be too quick to judge these
